The special 5K bus service will begin about 6 a.m. and will operate between Gateway Station at
Stanwix Street, downtown, and Bigelow Boulevard at Fifth Avenue in Oakland.

The special 10K bus service will begin about 7:30 a.m. and will operate between Gateway
Station at Stanwix Street, downtown, and Forbes Avenue at Beechwood Boulevard in Squirrel
Hill.

Both routes will be available to those participating in the race as well as anyone traveling
between downtown and Oakland or downtown and Squirrel Hill.

At the end of the race, the 5K and 10K buses will depart from Gateway Station at Stanwix Street
and will operate for approximately two hours to Oakland and Squirrel Hill.
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
