Transit will host conversations with the community regarding two new 
potential development opportunities along the Martin Luther King Jr. East 
Busway. 

The meetings will focus on constructing a new transit station at Brushton 
Avenue in Homewood and moving the existing station in Wilkinsburg to a 
location closer to the borough’s business district.
